LAST MEETING (November 24th) 
 
Jessica Parker and Rachel Globe, Cedar Bend Humane Society, 
spoke to the club about plans for a new facility. They are currently 
underway to raise $1.3 million for improved facilities at their location 
on Airline Highway. “The goal of the new Adoption Center is to create 
a pleasing, healthy sanctuary for the homeless animals that become 
temporary residents with the Humane Society. Achieving this goal will 

benefit the community 
positively by providing an 
atmosphere that is both 
recreational and educational 
for all potential adopters and 
visitors.” The $900,000 Phase 
I facility will be a new 
adoption center and the 
$400,000 Phase II will include 
remodeling of the current 
building into an “intake” only 
center. Phase I improvements 
include a well-lit reception 

area and includes a pet educational library, three free range cat 
rooms (two for cats and one for kittens), new well lit adoption areas, 
new outdoor kennels where dogs can be exercised, several meet and 
greet rooms in which the public can interact with potential adoptive 
animals, a retail store which will provide an income stream for the new 
center, a full service grooming area, storage space for office records, 
supplies, food and other animal needs, and administrative offices. 
Phase II construction of the existing building will allow for turning in 
strays and other unwanted animals, burial and euthanasia requests 
will be handled in a quiet setting, larger medical treatment areas will 
be developed, inclusion of an isolation area for dangerous dogs and 
storage for additional supplies and files. For more information, point 
your browser to: www.cedarbendhumane.org and click on “Donate”.
